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Because some children (and some adults) are not good at saying when they feel uncomfortable (they may be embarrassed or think it’s not the cool thing to say), it is important to honor everyone’s personal space. This space includes their individual belongings (including beds at camp) as well as their personal space. Everyone in the group should practice asking to sit next to someone or to borrow something. 

We adhere to all rules in the Southgate Schools handbook and will not tolerate any persons being in anyone else's personal space, including but not limited to, their beds, their personal belongings and unwanted touching.

This is a zero-tolerance policy. Should this occur, a parent will be called to come pick their student up and they will no longer be members of the Southgate Marching Band. Any dues paid to that point will not be returned. If the member is interested in the following year, a meeting will be scheduled with the director to determine eligibility. 
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
